Фрагмент урока по коммуникативной ситуации «Career Choice» 

в XI классе с использованием приема «Points of View»

Topic: Career Choice

Aims: 

- to practise the students’ listening and speaking skills;

- to develop imagination and critical thinking strategies in oral form;

- to bring up respectful attitude to different jobs. 

Communicative area: speaking about factors influencing the career choice.
I. Pre-listening activity: 

1. What’s more important money or free time?

2. Is status important to you? 

3. What kind of company would you like to work for?

Listen to the conversation between Ted and Ken. They are good friends. They have just graduated from university. Ted has been offered two jobs. Which job will he take? Why? (Supplement 1)

II. While-listening activity:  
Listen again and try to understand: 

1. What kind of company is Wastrix?

2. What kind of company is Econotrom?

3. What does Tom think is important for his career?

4. What does Ken think Ted should do?

III. Post-listening activity:

a)  Different people have different points of view on this problem. Read these three opinions. 

Pablo: Ken is being unrealistic. Ted will be happy at Wastrix. 

Carmen: Ted making a mistake. He will be unhappy in the future. 

James: Ted should go to Wastrix and try to help to the company improve. 

  b) Match the supporting statements with the opinions. Each opinion has two supporting statements. 

1. It’s possible to change things if we try hard.

2. The world is a competitive place. 

3. We have to take advantage of every opportunity we get.

4. Money doesn’t make happiness. 

5. It’s possible to have success and also follow your ideas. 

6. A good lifestyle is more important than status. 

c) Now compare with a classmate. 
d) Work in a group of three. Ask your partners:

Do you agree with Pablo (Carmen or James)? 

Answer for each person: I really agree / I agree / I disagree / I really disagree.

IV. Speaking

a) What are your values? Are you idealistic about your career? (a realist) 
 State your position and support your ideas. 

b) Use new ideas in addition to the ideas above.

Ken: So, how’s your job search going?

Ted: Great. You won’t believe this – I got a job offer from Wastrix! Oh, and one from Econotrom, too. 

Ken: Wastrix or Econotrom? Wow, well, that should be an easy decision. 

Ted: Yeah. I am taking the Wastrix offer.

Ken: You are kidding, right?

Ken: Wastrix has such a bad reputation. You know, the long hours… the stress… 

Ted: Think about the money, though. The salary they’re offering me is 30% higher than Econotrom! It’ll be worth a little extra stress. 

Ken: I don’t know. You might burn out. In a few years, you’ll hate your life.  

Ted: I have to at least give it a shot. It’s Wastrix! They’re the biggest company in my field.

Ted: Why should I?
